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Sumission Guidelines
Abstracts (maximum 250 words) must be submitted in English before the closing date, together with the subject. The abstract should give a good summary of the content of the paper as the abstract will determine whether or not the paper is selected for presentation.

The submitted abstracts will be forwarded to the internationally selected Scientific and Technical Committee members for a professional vetting of the papers.

Presenters submitting more than two papers should be encouraged to offer some of them as visual displays with a different author available for each visual display.

The results of work to be reported must not be published before the Congress. Papers essentially of an advertising nature or dealing solely with the use of proprietary products will not be accepted. Presentations should only contain generic names and are not to refer to commercial product names during lectures.

The authors who have submitted papers will be informed in less than two months’ time after the closing date, whether their paper has been accepted into the Congress program. The author(s) will be advised whether their work is to be delivered as an oral lecture or visual display. The members must then submit the finalized text of their paper at a time to be communicated by the Organizer.

A list of the titles and authors for all the Oral Lectures and Visual Display presentations will be sent to all registered participants or placed on the Host Society

website before the beginning of the Congress so that participants can be informed of the contents of the lectures and are in a position to contribute to the discussion.

All portions of the manuscript must be typed double-spaced and all pages numbered starting from the title page.

The Title should be a brief phrase describing the contents of the paper. The Title Page should include the authors' full names and affiliations, the name of the corresponding author along with phone, fax, keywords, and E-mail information. Present addresses of authors should appear as a footnote.

The Abstract should be informative and completely self-explanatory, briefly present the topic, state the scope of the experiments, indicate significant data, and point out major findings and conclusions. The Abstract should be a maximum of 250 words in length. Complete sentences and syntax, active verbs, and the third person should be used, and the abstract should be written in the past tense. Standard nomenclature should be used and abbreviations should be avoided. No literature should be cited.
Following the abstract, about 3 to 10 key words that will provide indexing references should be listed.

A list of non-standard Abbreviations should be added. In general, non-standard abbreviations should be used only when the full term is very long and used often. Each abbreviation should be spelled out and introduced in parentheses the first time it is used in the text. Only recommended SI units should be used. The authors should use the solidus presentation (mg/ml). Standard abbreviations (such as ATP and DNA) need not be defined.

The Introduction should provide a clear statement of the problem, the relevant

literature on the subject, and the proposed approach or solution. It should be understandable to colleagues from a broad range of diverse disciplines.

Materials and methods should be complete enough to allow experiments to be reproduced. However, only truly new procedures should be described in detail; previously published procedures should be cited, and important modifications of published procedures should be mentioned briefly. Capitalize trade names and include the manufacturer's name and address. Subheadings should be used. Methods in general use need not be described in detail.

Results should be presented with clarity and precision. The results should be written in the past tense when describing findings in the authors' experiments. Previously published findings should be written in the present tense. Results should be explained, but largely without referring to the literature. Discussion, speculation, and detailed interpretation of data should not be included in the Results but should be put into the Discussion section.

The authors' discussion should interpret the findings in view of the results obtained in this and in past studies on this topic. The Results and Discussion sections can include subheadings, and when appropriate, both sections can be combined. State the conclusions in a few sentences at the end of the paper.
The Acknowledgments of people, grants, funds, etc.. should be brief.


Tables should be kept to a minimum and be designed to be as simple as possible. Tables are to be typed double-spaced throughout, including headings and footnotes. Each table should be on a separate page, numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals, and supplied with a heading and a legend. Tables should be self-explanatory without reference to the text. The details of the methods used in the experiments should

preferably be described in the legend instead of in the text. The same data should not be presented in both table and graph form or repeated in the text.

Figure legends should be typed in numerical order on a separate sheet. Graphics should be prepared using applications capable of generating high-resolution GIF, TIFF, JPEG or Powerpointauthors' before pasting in the Microsoft Word manuscript file. Tables should be prepared in Microsoft Word. Use Arabic numerals to designate figures and uppercase letters for their parts (Figure 1). Begin each legend with a title and include sufficient description so that the figure is understandable without reading the text of the manuscript. Information given in legends should not be repeated in the text.

Permissions
Authors wishing to include figures, tables, or text passages that have already been published elsewhere are required to obtain permission from the copyright owner(s) for both the print and online format and to include evidence that such permission has been granted when submitting their papers. Any material received without such evidence will be assumed to originate from the authors.

References
All publications cited in the text should be presented in the list of references. The typescript should be carefully checked to ensure that the spelling of the authors names and dates are exactly the same as in the reference list.

In the text, refer to the author’s name (without initial) and year of publication. Examples: Peters (1985) has shown that . . .
This is in agreement with results obtained later (Kramer, 1984) If reference is made  in the text to a publication by three or more authors, the abbreviation et al. should be used. All names should be given in the list of references.

References cited together in the text should be arranged chronologically. The list of references should be arranged alphabetically by author surname(s) and chronologically by author. If an author in the list is also mentioned with co-authors the following order should be used: publications by the single author arranged according to publication dates; publications of the same author with co-authors. Publications by the same author(s) in the same year should be listed as 1986a, 1986b, etc.
Use the following system for arranging each reference in the list:

Proofs and Reprints: Electronic proofs will be sent (e-mail attachment) to the corresponding author as a PDF file. Page proofs are considered to be the final version of the manuscript. With the exception of typographical or minor clerical errors, no changes will be made in the manuscript at the proof stage. Because the accepted paper will be published freely online to attract a wide audience), authors will have free electronic access to the full text (in both HTML and PDF) of the article. Authors can

freely download the PDF file from which they can print unlimited copies of their articles.
